The following resolutions will be presented at the next or some future meeting of the 3x3 Committee for consideration as a recommended policy for the Portland Public Schools

3 X 3 Recommendations to the School Committee

The 3 x 3 Committee recommends to the Portland School Committee that, in anticipation or conjunction with the renovation or construction of a new or replacement facility to serve the needs of the students of Portland, and in particular, the educational communities of Clifford School and West School, that the following steps be taken:

1. Redistricting To Use Building Capacity.  A facilities use plan to redistrict students and encourage student choice should be developed to maximize the use of the capacity of facilities devoted to hosting the educational programs of the District.

2. Educational Choice To Encourage Diversity.  School facilities should be used to implement building educational plans which are fully developed to allow program diversity within the District and encourage academic achievement and excellence.  The School Committee and Administration should weigh programming configurations in light of the desirability and facilities development and use impacts of its programming, including at least the following:

a) improved use of existing capacities including consolidation of underutilized facilities

b) use of magnet programs to enable school choice and drive improved facilities utilization at enriched programming locations including, as examples of possible enriched programs:

(1) science and mathematics concentration

(2) performance arts and music

(3) foreign language immersion

(4) Many Rivers

(5) Expeditionary Learning Centers

(6) competitive admissions high school

c) Multiple differing configurations not presently in use in the Portland Public Schools, such as K-4; Grades 5-8, K-8 and other configurations.
