· That the district move forward with 8 mainland 400-student elementary

schools, with the caveat that the School Committee explore the possibility

of Lincoln Middle School as a K-8 facility.

· That the School Committee create a re-districting plan that works towards

socio-economic diversity at all of the schools to the extent possible.

· That whatever the fate of the current Nathan Clifford School, some of it be

preserved for the use of neighborhood facilities such as before and after school day care.

· That the School Committee create a task force to tackle the question of what

to do with the West School.

· That the new school maximize interest with Portland residents by establishing

the school as a community center and exploring the possibility of creating magnet

programming.

The motion passed 3-1, Suslovic opposed.

A further motion was made by Ellen Alcorn, seconded by Ben Meiklejohn, recommending that the School Committee establish a standing committee to engage in long term facilities planning using the 2002 Facilities Committee report as a starting basis for their work.
